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MEMORANDUM FOR ACADEMY OF HEALTH SCIENCES (AHS) DEPARTMENTS

Subject:  Required Training for Phase 2 Cadre/Support Personnel 

1. This memorandum establishes a requirement for Initial Entry Training (IET) cadre/support personnel training. Effectively immediately, all phase 2 sites will implement a training program using the cadre training materials at the Fort Jackson website.  All assigned phase 2 IET personnel will receive specified IET cadre/support personnel training NLT 30 days after assuming their IET duties.  An information paper is included in the enclosed packet.


2. All department chiefs will provide phase 2 coordinators with the enclosed packet and ensure training actions.  Recommend all phase 2 coordinators read and maintain a copy of TRADOC Regulation 350-6 (dated 3 July 2001).  “TRADOC Regulation 350-6 prescribes U.S. Army Training and Doctrine Command guidance, policies, procedures and responsibilities for managing and conducting enlisted IET.”  Table 2-1 in this publication also charts the five training phases and associated goals and privileges.  Because courses vary in length, attention should be given to phase identification for phase 2 student personnel.  An independent copy of Table 2-1 and TRADOC Regulation 350-6 highlights for IET requirements are also included in the enclosed packet.


3. All phase 2 personnel training must be documented on a roster for each site and forwarded to the department chief and/or identified course personnel.  The AMEDDC&S Department of Academic Support and Quality Assurance will perform quality assurance of phase 2 cadre/support personnel training via department chiefs.


4. In accordance with TRADOC Regulation 350-6, IET cadre/support personnel must attend one of the following courses:  TRADOC Pre-Command Course (PCC); Cadre Training Course (CTC); Support Cadre Training Course (SCTC); or Installation Staff Contractor’s Training Course.  All IET cadre who do not attend PCC or CTC and military and civilian IET primary instructors should attend the Support Cadre Training Course.  This includes, but is not limited to, the following personnel:  brigade/battalion/company staff section NCOs, military IET instructors, DoD/DA civilian IET primary instructors, contracted civilian IET primary instructors, unit armorers, unit supply personnel, and RECBN processing NCOs.  The Commander, Fort Jackson is the proponent for these courses.

5. During the interim, web-based training materials are available through the Fort Jackson website: http://jackson-www.army.mil/pcc/sctc.htm. By linking to classes, PowerPoint presentations are available in the SCTC folder. The folders can be directly accessed through the Fort Jackson file transfer protocol site ftp://160.150.116.37/.


6. The website/roster process is an interim measure.  A standard support cadre training program will be established to be approved by Ft. Jackson to implement for all personnel who have contact with students.
