Mission

Provide Initial Entry Training (IET) leaders with relevant information required to facilitate developing basically trained, disciplined, motivated, and physically fit soldiers, who espouse the Army ‘s core values and are focused on teamwork.

Cadre Training Courses

The TRADOC cadre training program is established to provide an orientation of Initial Entry Training.  Fort Sam Houston is a Non-TRADOC IET Installation required and approved to conduct three cadre training courses.  These courses are key components for an effective soldierization program.  Ideally, an IET soldier’s total immersion in a positive environment sets high standards, provides desirable role models, and uses every training opportunity to reinforce essential soldier skills.  Our program includes the following:

 Cadre Training Course (CTC – 1 week)  – applies to Deputy Brigade Cdrs, Brigade or Battalion cadre, LTC Detachment Cdrs, IET company commanders, first sergeants, XOs, company grade staff officers (S1-S4), brigade/battalion operations NCOICs, brigade/battalion cadre (key leadership), IET unit ministry team members, and training center IGs who have not attended TRADOC Pre-Command Course.

Support Cadre Training Course (SCTC – 2 days) - all IET cadre not attending TRADOC PCC or CTC and military/civilian IET primary instructors will attend SCTC.  This includes, but is not limited to, brigade / battalion / company staff section NCOs, military IET instructors, DoD/DA civilian IET primary instructors, contracted civilian IET primary instructors, unit armorers, unit supply personnel, and RECBN processing NCOs.

Installation Staff & Contractor’s Training Course (ISCTC – 5hrs) – all installation staff, medical, dental, and contract personnel, that  in the execution of their duties, come into daily or frequent contact with IET soldiers.  Attendees include, but are not limited to, clothing initial issue/central issue facility employees, DFAC employees, medical personnel, dental personnel, bus drivers, and other civilian installation personnel (e.g. drug & alcohol representatives)
